Admissions Requirements
Undergraduate Degree: You must have an earned undergraduate degree by the time you would enter the program. Acceptable degrees include almost all natural sciences (e.g., biology, chemistry, physics, pre-Med, pre-Vet) and engineering.
GPA: We require at least a 2.75 GPA, though a 3.0 or higher is preferable. Students with undergraduate GPAs below 3.0 can be accepted only as provisional students and may be required (instead of strongly encouraged) to take a course in either organic chemistry or biology.
GRE Scores: Required, but there is no minimum required score. 

References: Two references are expected. Should be people who can judge your ability to succeed in graduate school (e.g., college professors, work supervisors for technical fields, etc.). Referees can send their letter to me directly by mail or email or you may have them sent to Admissions. The former may be much better. 
Prerequisite coursework: includes C or higher in:


____ 2 semesters of chemistry


____ 1 semester of organic chemistry (desirable, but not required)


____ 2 semesters of physics


____ 1 semester of biology, physiology, or zoology (desirable, but not required)


____ 1 semester of statistics

____ Coursework or other proof of competency with computer applications
(must be reasonably proficient in word processing and in use of spreadsheets)

____ At least 62 credits of math and science (including the above).

If you are deficient in one or more of these courses, you may be accepted only as a provisional student. Deficiencies in prerequisites must be made up by the time you have completed 18 graduate credits in the program.
